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The Livermore-Amador Valley Water Management Authority (LAVWMA) is a Joint Powers Authority comprised of the cities of Livermore and Pleasanton, and the Dublin San Ramon Services District. LAVWMA was created in 1974 when the three
entities agreed to cooperate in the construction, operation and maintenance of facilities for the disposal of treated wastewater from the Livermore-Amador Valley.
